Guidelines for the submission of papers 

 

The editor’s office solely accepts papers which meet the following conditions: 

 

▪ The title, abstract and key words (five words) have to be written in both Croatian and 

English language. 

▪ The abstract must not exceed 900 characters. 

▪ Table texts, pictures and similar attachments have to be attached on a separate sheet, 

while the author has to mark the position of the table, picture or any other attachment 

in the text. 

▪ Drawings have to be made in line with the requests of standard graphic and computer 

technologies. 

▪ Photographs have to be sharp and sufficiently contrasting (within the format DIN A4). 

▪ Referencesshould be listed in a unified list,inalphabetical order according to the last 

name of the author. 

▪ Papers have to be sent in MS Word. The paper should consist of a maximum of twenty 

pages of text.

References: 

 

Every time somebody else’s text is mentioned in the paper, the source should be reported in 

the text, not in the footnotes. For instance, (Radetić-Paić, 2011), or if it is a quotation 

(Blažević, 2001, 51). If there are two authors, both should be specified (Tatković and 

Močinić, 2012), and if there are more than two, the surname of the first should be specified 

and the research associates added (Diković et al., 2016). 

Footnotes should be solely used as comments or supplements, or as explanations of what has 

been written in the text. 

All the papers referred to or quoted should be listedat the end of the paper, in alphabetical 

order according to the author’s surname. For instance:
